AFFILIATION TO EALING EC

Ealing REC welcomes application from local organisations, which shares its objectives and want to work towards their achievements.

We invite you to study the enclosed copy of the EEC’s constitution and in particular to note the requirements about affiliation in clauses 6.2.to6.7.

If your organisation has been in existence for more than six months and wants to affiliate to the EEC, we ask you to take the following steps:

1. Pass a formal resolution to apply for affiliation and authorise one of your officers to complete all three parts of the enclosed application and declaration form enclosed.

2. Appoint two nominees from your organisation to serve as voting members of the EEC, and ask them to complete the separate declaration forms enclosed;

3. Send us the application and declaration forms together with the documents referred to in Part2 or an assurance that they will be forthcoming within six months.

You will see from the EEC’s constitution that all organisations seeking affiliation must produce a copy of either written constitution or, if they do not posses a constitution, a suitable statement of their aims and objectives.  In addition, if they employ staff or provide services, they are asked to send a copy of their equal opportunities policy statement.

However, if organisations do not possess such documents at the time of their application, they may be provisionally affiliated on the basis of an assurance they will supply the documents within six months of the date of their admission as affiliates.  Failure to comply with that assurance would result in automatic disaffiliation at the end of the sic months’ period.

The EEC will be glad to advise organisations on the drafting of a suitable equal opportunities policy.

Although this is not a requirement, organisations seeking affiliation are also invited to send their application a copy of their latest annual report.
